Benzodiazepine use and risk of Alzheimer’s 
disease: case-control study 

In this study 1796 people with a first diagnosis of 
Alzheimer's disease, were matched with 7184 controls on 
sex, age group, and duration of follow-up. 
It compared those who had been on a benzodiazepine 
(drugs such as ativan, valium) for at least 5 years, with 
their risk of Alzheimer's disease. 
 

Conclusion: Benzodiazepine use is associated with 

an increased risk of Alzheimer’s disease.
